Update from Garissa, Kenya

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Anole is 15 kilometers away from Garissa town, inhabited mostly members of the Malakote and Warde tribes. Over the years medical services have been a great need in this village. Since July, 2003, El Shaddai Christian Church of Capetown, South Africa has been holding annual mobile medical clinics in Anole. The community also recently benefited from two medical teams from the United States, one organized through Oasis Fellowship in Ephrata, PA.

Working Partners Foundation International to build a medical clinic for the Anole people and the surrounding community! 
On April 25th, the District Council approved 25 acres of land to be given to DOVE by the local tribes! The government surveyors then completed the survey work in May thus putting DOVE’s property in the government surveyed land plan – a vital step in being issued a land title deed. 
The next step is to meet with the District Council again. We will then forward our request to the ministry of lands and should soon be issued an allotment letter while awaiting the land title deed. Please pray for God’s favor and for a quick processing of what could otherwise be a very drawn-out, red-tape procedure. Thank you for all the support you have continued giving us for the work among the Malakote people group.
Metrine Sabari of Weyolola DCF (photo not available) serving in Wajir, Kenya, reports a major change in the spiritual atmosphere of the region. Early last year, resistance to the move of God was so intense in Wajir that [image: image6.jpg]


a young convert to Christianity was stoned and left for dead by fellow classmates in his school. The DOVE missionary who had led this young Muslim to Christ, along with nearly ten other missionaries, had to leave the town because of threats on their lives. But Metrine decided to just stay very quiet and try to be unnoticed, at least until the “dust settled.”

Since then, the government of Kenya has come to the defense of freedom of religion, keeping the harassment meted out to Christians in check. Metrine explains that as she shares with friends one-on-one, they show a lot of interest in hearing about her faith, which was not the case in previous years. She prays for continued wisdom to foster the relationships she has built. 
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Irene Shikuku of Soy DCF (photo not available) continues to work in Farza Island. In addition to her teaching position, she also educates people about HIV/AIDS and helps to encourage acceptance of those who test positive. She is trusting God that she will have opportunities to generate income for families in crisis, including widows that are HIV-positive.
Irene has been providing additional teaching for children in primary school and enjoys this opportunity to establish relationships with the parents, which has been fostered by the use of videos showing deliverance from witchcraft. She thanks God for these creative ways to build relationships with the parents. She is in need of supplies such as books, pencils, and paper to assist students in achieving academically, as well as a site to provide the additional teaching.

Philip & Ketrina Omondi serve at Destiny Centre in Mysore, India. Their heart is to help empower the Siddi community of Northern Karnataka with basic health and educational infrastructure. The Siddi People are an Indo-African community who are descendants of Africans from East and West Africa, who were brought to India as slaves, soldiers, or servants. Having lost their roots, most of them are now struggling at the margins of society. 
Philip and Ketrina need local volunteers to help overcome cultural and linguistic barriers. Some of their goals include:

· Motivating Towards an Entrepreneurial Mindset
· Establishing Clear HIV Awareness
· Establishing a Well Equipped Health Clinic and Voluntary Counseling Center
“We praise God for the safe normal delivery of our baby girl Rebekah Krupa Omondi. She was born on 26th February 2007 at 8:15am at Mission Hospital Mysore. Thank you all for praying for us. We really saw the hand of God through the whole process… Krupa means “Grace” in Hindi, the local language.”

Please pray that Philip and Ketrina will be able to return to Kenya in order to change their visa status from student to business. This will facilitate their work in Mysore greatly.
